A. Update from Albemarle on Stormwater Management Plan 

The plan, Addenda 1a - 1s, has been sent to the state for final comment and 
approval.  Albemarle has pictures of the flooding after Joaquin Fall of 2016 to use 
with other information.  The lidar is finished and will be overlayed on the 
topographical map to see where water is flowing.  The pilot well will be used to see 
how effectively it pumps ground water away.  The model is almost calibrated for 
water levels (they will continue to enhance as data comes in).  They need to know 
how much water needs to be pumped.  Ed Andrews is monitoring water quality.  
Data is being gathered about topography of land and wetlands behind the water 
office.  The state is concerned about pumping surface water to this area.  The 
county forbids pumping surface water to the sound.  Albemarle is making a model of 
how much water needs to be pumped from each section.  This will help determine 
the needed pump rate.  Lakes and ponds cannot be dug out, pipes will have to be 
run and drainage easements and ditches will be needed.  The question remains can 
Section G be pumped to the lake in section O. 
 
Albemarle and Eric Weatherly met with Heidi from the Currituck Club about 
discharging water the creek at the south end of the Currituck Club and about 
sending water to the Currituck Club.  Discharging to the Audubon land to the south is 
another possibility as they need water.  The open spaces and Section G need to be 
utilized. And a location for a pilot well in the south end is needed. 
 
Wastewater and stormwater must be kept separate.  Permanent pipes are 
recommended for interim plan while the permanent solution is being developed.  
Pumps no larger than 8 inches are recommended, these can pump 1,000 gallons 
per minute and it takes a week to pump the lake down 1 foot.  Stand pipes should be 
up to 8 inches.   A permanent pipe under Rt 12 at the south end of the water 
treatment plant is needed. 
 
A spreadsheet for an emergency pumping budget is in the process - projected for 6-
7 days.  
 
As soon as the floodwater management discharge plan is approved by the county, it 
needs to be communicated to the owners in Ocean Sands and Crown Point. 
 
Eric will develop the action plan with steps, and roles and responsibilities chart.

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 OLD BUSINESS 

A) Update on hydrogeological testing for the stormwater plan being prepared by 

Albemarle Engineering 

Ed Andrews announced that he has been contracted by Buck Island to do a core drilling and 
that he will be able to incorporate the data he gathers into the data he gathers in Crown 
Point and Ocean Sands.  A core drilling was done at 790 Crown Point Circle in Crown Point 
to a depth of 38 feet and no clay layer was found.  Another core drilling is planned for 779 
Kings Grant in Crown Point.  An aquifer was drilled in the open space at the South East 
corner of Crown Point along with putting in a piezometer an outflow well test. Mr. Andrews 
said he would set a data logger in the moat to see the stormwater impact on the waste water 
plant.  The culvert from Ocean Sands to the moat was cleaned.  
Eric Weatherly to check on the dormant fountain in the moat.   

Piezometers have been set at: Water Plant West, Water Plant East, 765 Sea Mist Ct, 657 
Juniper Berry Dr, 790 Crown Point Circle, 739 Crown Point Circle, Crown Point Open Space 
at South East Corner, Open Space behind dune at south access boardwalk, 607 Tide Arch, 
601 Tern Arch, 742 E Plover Ct, 630 Sea Oats Ct, 609 Sea Oats Ct, 640 Ocean Front  
Arch, 766 Lakeshore Ct, 628 Tern Ct, 626 Topsail Arch, 749 W Willet Ct. 

Planned sites for setting more shallow piezometers are: 546 Trolling Lane, 633 Surf Song 
Lane, 622B Sand Fiddler Circle, 545 Porpoise Point, 750 Waters Edge, 736 Mainsail Lane,  
779 Kings Grant. 

Panned deep drilling sites are: 779 Kings Grant, 742 Plover Ct, 546 Trolling Lane, 628  
Tern Ct, 601 Tern Arch, 619/621 Sea Oats. 

Based on discussions with Mr. Andrews there is an 80 - 90% confidence level that enough 
data can be gathered without using Ocean Sands open space or Section G for the data 
gathering. Therefore we are moving forward with the existing plan to use private properties, 
since we do not have reasonable permission from Mr. Johnson to access  
property owned by Coastland Corporation. 

Once everything is in place Seaboard will locate and log elevations for all sensors and use  
Lidar to map Ocean Sands North and Crown Point. 

The ongoing monitoring of the sensors will proceed with 4 data loggers that will log data 3 to 
4 times a day.  Once each season, a hand measuring of each sensor or a synoptic will be 
taken.  Using the data gathered, Mr. Andrews will build a model of water movement.  It will 
take a year to 18 months to gather enough data to have a complete model.  A reasonable 
design concept will be created in Spring of 2018.
